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Whole School Transition Planning 

Monday 4th September to Friday 8th September 2017

	Human Values - Principles that drive behaviour. They influence our attitudes, actions and our relationship with ourselves and others.

Work on yourself before you can work with anyone else! 

Link the activities to the relevant learning friends.

	Day 1 – 04.09.17 – School Environment, Respect. Rules and Caring
	FOCUS: OUR SCHOOL ENVORINMENT - RESPECT & RULES – foster self esteem, individuality, confident and respect for others. 

CIRCLE TIME FOCUSES: 

· EYFS, KS1 and Year 3 – Moving around the circle each child says something positive about another child. (You could use named lolly sticks to choose name?) 
· Year 2 & 3 – Moving around the circle each child says ‘someone I respect is…because…’ (Remind/encourage the children to not choose someone in the class). 
· Year 4, 5 & 6 – moving around the circle each child says something positive about another child but does not use a name. It is there choice who they choose but they are just to share the idea. 
· Year 4, 5 & 6 - Moving around the circle each child says ‘someone famous I respect is…because…’ 
FOCUS: CARING 

CIRCLE TIME FOCUSES:

· Rounds – ‘I care for…’ and ‘… cares for me.’ Encourage the children to share their idea. 

· Change places with someone if… 

· You help care for a brother or sister
· You care for your bedroom
· If you have an animal to help care for at home
· If sometimes you don’t care for things like you should
· Add in others that are relevant to your class. 
ACTIVITIES:

· Photograph of each child for other activities during the week. 

· Our class rules –  linked to three core values of kindness, respect, understanding
· Discuss what rules are and why we have them in school. In small groups the children need to design a set of rules for the class. In groups can the children write a set of rules for the classroom (or draw a set for Year1). Bring the group back together and design/decide on a set of rules for your class with the children. Remind the children that these need to be written in a positive way. Display these (on the flip chart paper) for the duration of the week.

· The children need to sign up to these rules. In EYFS & KS1, children to draw around their hand and decorate, ensuring they include their name. In KS2 the children could sign the bottom of the rules and later on sign a ‘contract’ to follow the rules. The rules need to be displayed ASAP.  These need to be reinforced each day! 

	Day 1 – 04.09.17 – School Environment, Respect. Rules and Caring
	· Respect – 

· Write a definition of respect with the children. Look at any synonyms and antonyms for respect (for example; synonyms – appreciation or consideration. Antonyms – dishonor or disregard). 

· Thought shower or role play actions to show respect (for example; holding a door open, writing a thank you letter, throwing rubbish away, using manners and so on)

· Create ‘RESPECT’ poems with the children. In KS1 & Year 3 structure the poem as each letter representing a sign of respect – R is for remembering to use manners, E is for… and so on. In Year 4 & Upper KS2 structure the poem as an acrostic poem. Personal Shield – each child creates a personal shield focusing on four areas. The areas are ‘me or myself’, ‘my family’, ‘my friends’ and ‘the environment’. The children are showing on their shield how they show respect in these areas.
· What is the rule? – In small groups one child is going to select a rule but not show anyone. The others are going to ask questions to try and identify what the rule is. The child with the rule can only answer ‘yes’ or ‘no’. Using the yes and no answers can the children work out which image the rule may belong to? 

· KS1 & Year 3 will focus on images of houses with roof and door colour, the number of windows and whether the house is 2 or 3 storeys.
· Year 4 & Upper KS2 will focus on dominoes looking for multiplies, totals, odd, even, prime, square, consecutive numbers and factors.
· Helping hands – everyone in the classroom draws around their hand and cuts it out. On each finger write the name of someone who helps and cares for you, reminding the children this can be someone at home, school or in the community. On the palm of the hand get the children to draw a picture of themselves. Emphasise the need for safe people who care for us and who we can rely on and talk to. These could be placed round the doorway or on a string. 

· Who can look after their puppet / jelly baby all day? 
· Pose the question ‘what does someone need to be cared for?’ 
· Use a toy/puppet/class bear/volunteer from the class and thought shower what they need to be cared for. Share ideas around food, water, air, warmth, sleep, exercise, family, and friends.
· EYFS & KS1 – give each child and adult a finger puppet – what do they need to create to keep this finger puppet safe and secure? Children and adults go on to make a shelter, provide food and care for their puppet ALL DAY – this includes playtime, lunchtime and assembly. Remind the children about asking someone to care for their puppet when they are going to the toilet or washing hands. Praise children for caring well for their puppet and remind others to check on their puppet where needed.  
 KS2 - give each child and adult a jelly baby – what do they need to create to keep this jelly baby safe and secure? Children and adults go on to make a shelter, provide food and care for their jelly baby ALL DAY – this includes playtime, lunchtime and assembly. Remind the children about asking someone to care for their jelly baby when they are going to the toilet or washing hands. Praise children for caring well for their puppet and remind others to check on their puppet where needed.  
· The children and adults need to name their puppet / jelly baby and will be given a birth certificate at the beginning of the activity. 

· Evaluate at the end of the day how they cared for their puppet/jelly baby. 

· Throughout the day either adding to the compliment chain or recording on the flip chart any acts of kindness you see. Praise the children and share these acts of kindness at the end of the day. 
· Handy People – Protective Behaviours
ASSEMBLY: Deborah – Focus: ‘The Tithe Farm Way!’ Music: Respect by Aretha Franklin (to be played when coming into assembly and leaving the hall).



	Day 2 – 05.09.17 – Independence, All About Me, Honesty and Understanding
	FOCUS: INDEPENDENCE & ALL ABOUT ME 
CIRCLE TIME FOCUSES:

· Getting to know each other – display in the classroom three signs in different areas ‘I like’, ‘I don’t like’ and ‘I’m not sure’. The children move to the area according to their feelings/opinions. Ensure the children are aware that there is no right or wrong answer. Examples – sausages, PE, playtime, going to bed, slugs, chocolate and so on. (Adapt for the children needs/areas of interest). 

FOCUS: HONESTY & UNDERSTANDING

CIRCLE TIME FOCUSES:

· EYFS, KS 1 & Year 3 – show the children a toy animal/class bear/puppet and inform the children that the object is feeling sad. Ask the children:

· Why might this be? (ask for reasons)

· What can happen when we feel this way? (reactions)

· What could help them feel better? (solutions) 

· Year 4 & Upper KS2 – show the children a picture of a person looking sad – ask for ideas of the persons feelings, specify they are sad. Ask the children:

· Why might this be? (reasons)

· What can happen when we feel this way? (reactions)

· What could help them feel better? (solutions) 

· Give each child a piece of paper and fold in half. On one side get them to draw a person who is sad and the other a person who is happy. Get the children to add thought bubbles to show why people may be feeling this way (or when they feel this way)

ACTIVITIES:

· Create passports with the children – each year group has a different one to complete. (These need to be displayed in some way)
· Portraits (with a twist). Each year group will be designing a different style portrait for each child. 

· Reception – Individual photographs of the children which are then cut into four pieces. The children put it back together. 

· Year 1 & 2 – Painting of themselves.

· Year 3 – Individual photographs of the children which are then cut in half. Children re-create the other half using colouring pencils. 

· Year 4 – Individual silhouettes of the children. They need to fill in the silhouette with everything they like or make it about them. They can either use felt tips or colouring pencils.  

· Year 5 – Using the iPad (Photo Booth) the children re-create their own individual photograph using pastels/chalks by using the thermal image as a guide.
· Year 6 – Personalised finger prints. The children’s finger prints are blown up to A5. The children need to write or draw between/over the finger print everything about them. Include a small photograph so you know who the fingerprint belongs to. 

· Data handling – 
· KS1 the children are creating a bar graph to show their favourite something, take a vote to decide on what this something is with the class. Decide with the children how to collect the data. 

· Lower KS2 the children need to decide on what data they want to collect and how they can show their results. 
· Upper KS2 the children are going to create two line graphs, one to show the height of the class and the other to show the shoe size. How can they collect the data to complete this? 


	Day 2 – 05.09.17 – Independence, All About Me, Honesty and Understanding
	ACTIVITIES:

· KS1 & Lower KS2 – each class is going to make an honesty plant. To create an honestly plant two large twigs are needed and painted white to represent purity. White tissue paper and black sugar paper is also needed. The children need to create the pods for the seeds. They roll small pieces of black sugar paper to make the seeds and stick them inside the pods (white sugar paper). These are then stuck on the twigs. Finally the children talk about how they are honest about things. They decorate a butterfly writing on it what they have been honest about or what they have told the truth about and stick this onto the honestly plant (or hang from the twig).  This can be display in your classroom to remind the children of how they were honest. 

· Upper KS2 – the children are given a range of different scenarios and asked what they would do if this happened to them. Remind the children the focus is to be honest! Move on to group the children to role play some of the scenarios. Discuss with the children what would be the right or wrong thing to do with each scenario. 

· Play games honestly – 

· KS1 & Lower KS2 – play a range of different board games in small groups (maximum of 5 children). How can they play fairly? 

· Upper KS2 – play junior monopoly in small groups of 5. How can they play fairly and honestly? 

ASSEMBLY: Jamie – Story: Amazing Grace Music: Let It Go - Frozen (to be played when coming into assembly and leaving the hall).



	Day 3 – 06.09.17 – Friendship, Appreciation and Simplicity
	FOCUS: FRIENDSHIP

CIRCLE TIME FOCUSES:

· Compliments – giving and receiving. Start a round with ‘I am really good at…’ encouraging the children to share their idea. As you move around the circle list each name and the idea for the next activity (on the flip chart). 
· Children go on to write their name on a slip of paper and put it in a hat. Each child picks out a name and gives that person a compliment by saying ‘NAME well done for being really good at…’ 

· The person receiving the compliment then needs to clearly say ‘thank you NAME’. This may need modelling and repeated several times. 
FOCUS: APPRECIATION & SIMPLICITY – appreciate the simple things in life and nature. Not taking things for granted. 

FOCUSES:

· Show a PowerPoint slide show of a variety of some of the simple things from our world/nature with accompanying music. (Flowers, rainbow, trees, shells, birds, sunset and so on, ending with an image of our world. 
· Can the children add anything? What else can you think of this is special in the world we live in? What should we care for in the world we live in?  
ACTIVITIES:

· Create a friendship garden – each child has a photograph (Year 1 and 2), drawing (Year 3 & 4) or decorated name (Year 5 & 6) in the centre of the flower. KS1 - They have six petals for the outside of the petal and ask six friends to write a word or short sentence to describe their characteristics. KS2 do the same but have a number of petals to add around their flower. (For example; kind, thoughtful, caring and so on). You may want to introduce this with one child sat in the centre of the circle (being the centre of the flower) and going around the circle saying nice things about them representing the petals.

· Give the class a compliment and start the compliment chain. Every time someone gives a compliment, get them to write it down on a strip of paper and add it to the chain. This can be continued through out the remaining days.  
· Friendships in Maths: 

· KS1 – Number bonds and friendships. Give each child a number (or piece of numicon), can they find their friend to make a number bond to 10? Repeat for 20 and 100. 

· Lower KS2 – Begin by giving each child a number sentence. Can they find the inverse friend? Children go on to create families of friendships either individually, in pairs or small groups with a range of number sentences. 

· Upper KS2 – ‘shaking hands’ investigation. Everyone shakes hands with everyone in the room, how many hands have been shaken? Remind the children that they can only shake hands once! Repeat with saying hello – does this give a different result? 

· Show a PowerPoint slide show of the class animal/name, giving the children a range of information. KS1 – Using the thought bubbles the children write a fact (or two) about the class animal/name. KS2 – create fact files for their class animal/name.  Each child to paint a picture of their class animal/name using watercolors. 
· Give the children a range of number sentences. Can they work through the problems identify which ones are correct and which are incorrect? Encourage the use of the inverse where needed to check workings. 

ASSEMBLY: Diane – Story: A Bus Called Heaven Music: You’ve Got a Friend in Me (to be played when coming into assembly and leaving the hall).

 

	Day 4 – 07.09.17 – Co-Operation and Teamwork
	FOCUS: CO-OPERATION & TEAMWORK 

CIRCLE TIME FOCUSES:

· EYFS & KS1 – Sit the children in a circle and hold hands. Pass the squeeze around the circle. Can you change direction? Send more than one squeeze round? 
· EYFS & KS1 – Remain in the circle and play ‘My name is…’ Work your way around the circle saying ‘my name is NAME’ and then all repeat clapping out the syllables. 

· KS1 – choose a well known nursery rhyme, in small groups practice each member of the group saying a line one after the other (or in pairs). Add actions if needed to develop fluency. Get the groups to perform the nursery rhyme to the rest of the class. 

· KS2 – Chinese Whispers. 

· KS2 – Stand the children in a circle and play ‘guess the leader game’. Ask one child to leave the classroom for a minute. This child will become the guesser. While they are outside the classroom the group decides who should be the leader. The leader will be the one who sends the movements around the circle. The guesser is invited back in and stands in the middle of the circle trying to work out who the leader is. When the round begins, everyone starts swinging their arms up and down. The leader will eventually begin to do other movements and everyone mimics the leader’s actions. (The leader may decide to do; clapping, making a kicking motion, jumping, singing, patting, a dance move or another move). 

· KS2 -Give me names of game – For this game you need to get a rhythm going and can alter tempo depending on group. 

· Tap thighs twice and say ‘give me’ in time. Clap twice. 

· Tap thighs twice and say ‘names of’ in time. Clap twice.  

· Tap thighs twice and say ‘different types’ in time. Clap twice.

· Tap thighs twice and introduce the subject matter – some examples are – ‘of fruit’ ‘of animals’ ‘of toys’ and so on. (Can help to have a list of ideas first)

· Work round the circle naming the subject matter keeping the rhythm going. (Pattern: Tap thighs twice ‘APPLES’ clap twice. Tap thighs twice ‘ORANGES’ clap twice and so on). How far round the circle can you get? 

ACTIVITIES:

· Find out about each other challenge – each child is given a grid with labeled boxes. They need to complete the grid by questioning others in the classroom. The children need to ensure they put a different name in each box! They need to work together and use their listening and questioning skills to be successful in this activity.  Examples might include; someone who wears glasses, someone who likes carrots, someone who is scared of spiders and so on. After they have completed the grid share around the class what they have found out, challenging them to say different examples/names from what they have already heard. 
· Year 1 & 2 – will have 6 boxes
· Year 3 & 4 – will have 9 boxes
· Year 5 & 6 – will have 12 boxes – 9 completed and three for their own criteria
· Group challenges – you need to give a time frame for the challenge and group the children in small teams. 
· EYFS & KS1 – using a variety of materials (Examples: lego, multi-link cubes, newspaper, card) which team can build the biggest tower? Each group could have a go using each material.
· KS1 – The flag challenge – Give each group of three a flag, pencils and colouring pencils/felt tips. There flag must have something on it to show something about each member of the group. Before they start to design their flag, encourage the children to talk about themselves including things they like to do at home, where they like to go, what they like doing in school, something they like playing and anything else they want to share. Give the children a realistic timeframe to complete this challenge. (Using the scrap books from the stock cupboard, make a flag challenge book to go into the book corner).  

	Day 4 – 07.09.17 – Co-Operation and Teamwork
	· Year 3 – Give each team a couple of newspapers, cellotape, masking tape, some card and scissors. Can the children work in their teams to make a chair to hold a teddy bear without it collapsing? Give the children a realistic timeframe to complete this challenge.
· Year 4 – Give each team a range of materials (examples; cling film, tin foil, newspaper, card, cotton wool, bubble wrap, tape and scissors and so on. Can they securely protect the egg from being broken when dropped? Give the children a realistic timeframe to complete this challenge. The egg which survives without breaking is the winning team!

· Year 5 – Toilet Roll challenge – Give each team a toilet roll and challenge them to make the largest area and longest perimeter using only one roll. 
· Year 6 - Give each team a range of materials (examples; cling film, tin foil, newspaper, card, tape and scissors and so on. Can they build a bridge from one table to the other? The bridge must stay in together for a set amount of time. You could try putting a weight/small world person on the bridge to see if it will hold them? 
· EYFS & Year 1 – Using the tunnels, flags, mat can the children direct the beebot working as a team? Encourage the children to use directional language.
· Year 2 – In a large space lay out a trail (using cones) with lots of changes in direction. In pairs can the children direct their blindfolded partner around the trail? Children swap roles. Extension can the children create their own trails? 
· Year 3 – In small groups can the children work together to find all the possible ways to stack 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10 tins? Children to record their findings in their chosen way. (Use slide show for support). 
· Year 4 – In pairs or small groups can the children crack the secret agents secret codes to find out where in the world he is? The activities involve estimation, speed and addition.  (Use PowerPoint for support). 

· Year 5 - In pairs can the children work together to find all the different double scoops of ice cream they can with 7 different flavours?  Get the children to record their ideas in a table. (Use slide show/recording table for support). 

· Year 6 – In small groups can the children work together to help the purple and blue frogs switch sides? The frogs can only jump forwards over another frog and can not jump backwards. (Use slide show for support).  Extension: In pairs can the children solve a range of number puzzles? (Use PowerPoint for support). 
· Completion of activities from previous days
ASSEMBLY: Kat – Story: Teamwork isn’t my thing and I don’t like to share Music: Whistle While You Work (to be played when coming into assembly and leaving the hall).




	Day 5 – 08.09.17 – The Brain and Growth Mindset
	FOCUS: THE BRAIN & GROWTH MINDSET 

ACTIVITIES:
· Recognise what helps the brain to function ‘better’ and learn ‘better’ – sleep, food, health, water, rest

· KS2: Complete a quiz online (using the iPads) – to identify which size of the brain best fits them – analytical (left) or global (right)
· UKS2: explore how to maximize the dendrites and explore the synapse (also explore the different functions of the brain)

· LKS2: look in detail at the different functions and parts of the brain
· KS1: explore in detail what the brain needs to function correctly and why
· Make a model of the brain – this can be 3D or through a diagram
· Label he parts of the brains and functions – linking the functions to the Learning Friends

· Blow up a balloon in an un-restricted space and blow another balloon in a restricted space. Compare the sizes and link this back to a restricted mindset effectives learning
· Develop and summarise the positive attitudes towards learning through the learning friends/work completed this week

· Children to set themselves some personal targets for year
· Teach the children ‘The Dendrite Song’

· Completion of activities from previous days
ASSEMBLY: All Staff – Focus: Share Reading of a Book (over the Summer or a childhood favourite) and Clubs – what your club is Music: Ain’t No Mountain High (to be played when coming into assembly and leaving the hall).
